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The remarkable economic growth of sub-Saharan Africa in the first 15 
years of the 21st century did not always go hand in hand with greater 
equality. While income inequality during the 2000s decreased in 17 
countries, it went up in 12 countries. What were the determinants 
and consequences of these divergent trends?

In this seminar, Professor Cornia provides insights into income 
inequality levels and trends in sub-Saharan Africa. He explains why 
these insights are essential to design better policy responses that 
would allow growth to be shared more equally in sub-Saharan Africa.
